Computerized Delivery Sequence (CDS) and CASS Cycle “L”





NOTICE -- USPS customers who present mail through the Computerized Delivery Sequence (CDS) program are indicated as CDS customers on the PS Form 3553 block B1.  Although block A2 does not state "Cycle L" CASS Certified(tm), all addresses presented through the CDS program have been delivery point confirmed using DPV.  No further processing or proof is required.  Section C should be referenced for the list validation period. 


In addition, Customer Support Ruling PS-293 - Documentation to support Enhanced Carrier Route Mailings Prepared in Walk Sequence Using CDS states that CDS customers may use an abbreviated facsimile PS Form 3553. The facsimile must include: 


1) Facsimile USPS PS Form 3553


2) Item A1. United States Postal Service


3) Item B1. List Processor Name


4) Item B2. Date List Processed: The date shown is the date mailing labels are produced or the date the mailing list is generated. The mailing must be presented within 90 days of this date and the date the list is processed must be within 90 days of the date of the CDS file reported in B3. 


5) Item B3. Date of CDS File: The date shown - month and year - is the date of the CDS product used. This date appears on the CDS Product Invoice - as the cycle date - or on the CDS confirmation form generated by the NCSC.
