In the DSF2 Developer’s Guide (Section 8, #3) the statement of “Remove the eLOT Delivery Sequence Number and the Ascending/Descending Code from the customer’s final file”, the Postal Service has decided this is optional.

PSEUDO SEQUENCING

Corrections were made to the tables during the meeting, please reference the revised attached tables.

*  **Optional eLOT calculation for saturation rates**

Optional Pseudo Sequence Number Assignment on Street Records.

These records are defined as:

Street Records that contain the same ZIP, Carrier, eLOT sequence number, plus 4, DPC code, primary number and address elements, but have different standardized addresses and DSF2 Validate with a code of ‘Y’.

If the standardized addresses were the same, the pseudo sequence number would be the same, if the addresses were different the pseudo sequence numbers would be different.

SEASONAL

The Postal Service plans on enhancing the seasonal coding within the database and you will be informed on a later date when the enhancement will take place.  

FOOTNOTES

The DSF2 footnotes are different than the old DSF footnotes, plus added P3 and revised the wording on RR and R1.

When would N1 take place?  When there is no delivery type, N1 would replace BB or CC.

FALSE POSITIVES

False/Positive Testing with CASS

There will be a requirement to test DSF2 stop processing when you do your DSF2/CASS certification on the CASS cycles.  This required test would make sure you could perform this function as you would in a production environment.  This requirement will be to send the file to the DSF2STOP.USPS.GOV account and specify that this is part of a CASS test.

We will notify the CASS department we received your file and what records were in the file.  If those records are correct, you will have passed the DSF2 stop processing portion of the test.
