As presented at the CASS PIT meeting on February 17, 2005, there are some changes to the Footnote codes and how to process records when there is no delivery type on a match. We would like to clarify the changes to the Footnote codes. 
OLD:
N1    Input Address Primary Number Matched to DPV but Highrise Address Missing Secondary Number.

NEW:

N1   Input Address Primary Number Matched to DPV but Address Missing Secondary Number

Note: The word Highrise was deleted.

The intention is to move N1 when there was a highrise and street default record matched to DPV.  PO Box records should not be included in this process. 

DPV validates the address when there is no Highrise default record present in the database. If there are only records with secondary information and no Highrise default, the DPV file build will create a Highrise default record with no delivery type, in order to validate these addresses. This will also be done on street records with secondary information but no default record is in the database. Matches to these created defaults can be recognized by the lack of a delivery type for the address.

If there are only records with secondary information and no Highrise default, DPV will make a Highrise default record with no delivery type and validate that record. This will also be done on street records with secondary information but no default record is in the database.
