Odd/Even flags on the +4 product are incorrect as of 1/30/2006.

 

When an address primary number begins with a dash (e.g.,-0-41) this address is converted to 00-41 when going through CASS certified software. The ranges in AMS show correctly as odd and even. The process that creates the Plus 4 product is showing the odd/even flag as “B” for both. This is causing the CASS certified software to match to the incorrect +4. The CASS rule is matching to the lowest +4 because it assumes these are duplicate records. The incorrect flags will be corrected in the March 2006 products.
