Ybor City Post Office destroyed by fire

A six-alarm fire in Ybor City destroyed the Ybor City Post Office on Friday May 19.  None of the 83 postal employees were injured due to the fire but two employees suffered minor injuries during the evacuation of the building.  The injured employees were treated and released.

  The facility was severely damaged by the fire and declared a total loss. Most of the contents, including mail, were destroyed.

Delivery operations have been moved to the Produce Station located at 2810 E Hillsborough Ave.  Letter Carriers resumed residential deliveries today (Saturday).

Postal Officials are actively looking for a location to provide P. O. Box service and retail service to customers.  Until a suitable site is found, Box customers will be able to pick up their mail at a temporary site located in the rear parking lot of the Ybor City Station.   Box mail will be available to customers beginning at 9:00a.m. Monday, May 22.


The Ybor City Post Office serves the 33605 and 33619 ZIP code areas and also provides Box Mail service to 33675.
