CASS 2002-2003 STAGE1 FILE

NEW THINGS TO LOOK FOR


The following is a brief overview of changes that will found in the 2002-2003 STAGE file.  More specific information and examples about new types of questions can be found in the  CASS Meeting 2002-2003 Minutes.

NEW STAGE FIELDS to be Graded

The ZIP+4 record type (S, P, R, H, F, etc) has been present and populated on Stage1 files in the past.  Now, it is required to be returned in Stage2 test.  It is located in column 517.

EARLY WARNING SYSTEM

An Early Warning System flag has been added in column 554.  This flag will be set to  “Y”  by software to indicate a NOMATCH has been made due to the fact that the input address makes an exact match to the EWS file.  In addition, a new subcategory has been added to specifically test for EWS nomatches.  

DPV, DSF2 and ELOT

New fields have been added for ELOT in columns 556-560, and for DPV in columns 561-563.  DPV Licensees will use these fields to return results of software queries to the USPS DPV Hash tables.   New fields have been added in columns 564-588 for DSF2 Licensees to return additional required information from the USPS DPV Hash tables.   In addition, 3 more header records have been added for use by DSF2 Licensees. 

The ELOT fields will only be populated when applying for ELOT certification.  NOTE:  There will be no current LOT product certification for the 2002-2003 CASS cycle.

DPV fields will only be populated by DPV Licensees or pre-approved applicants for a DPV License.  Anyone else populating the DPV fields will automatically fail a CASS test.

DSF2 fields and header records will only be populated by DSF2  Licensees or pre-approved applicants for a DSF2 License.  Anyone else populating the DSF2 fields, or creating the DSF2 header records, will automatically fail. 

NEW SUBCATEGORIES and ADDITIONS to CURRENT SUBCATS

JE
Questions where the ZIP+4 lastline number must be used to determine which city to return because it is different from the 5Digit preferred lastline number.

O8
Input has double # sign secondary numbers, but one of the secondary numbers is good, and an exact match is made.  O7 will continue have double # sign secondary numbers, but no match will be available using either secno and a default match will be expected.

S5
This is the “Chase the Base” question where, given an initial match to a delivery point alternate record, software searches further until it finds the base record that is also the highrise default (blank secondary numbers).  It then attaches the original secondary information from the input, and makes an exact match to the appropriate base record, w/secondary range, for that input secno.  See CASS 2002-2003 minutes for example.

22 These questions were built specifically using the EWS file and will result in a NOMATCH due to fact that input address makes an inexact match to the current ZIP+4 file, but makes an exact match to the EWS file.  In addition, an EWS flag has been added and will be set to  Y  for other subcategories that  were built as MATCHES but have become NOMATCHES due to EWS.

4G
Current CASS rules have not allowed software to match into a UNIQUE 5digit ZIPCODE when the UNIQUE ZIPCODE is not present on input,  except when a FIRM match could be made.  These questions further test that restriction.

Recombination question with secno alpha, adding a dash:

Recombination question with secno alpha, no dash:


480A COMMERCIAL ST APT 1


matches to

Recombination question with secno numeric, adding a dash: 


171-4 MILK ST STE A



matches to


171 MILK ST STE 4A

Recombination question with secno alphanumeric, adding a dash:


1861-1A COLUMBUS AVE


matches to


1861 COLUMBUS AVE APT 1A

Recombination question with split secno:


87 W CEDAR ST #1 #A



matches to


87 W CEDAR ST APT 1A

7B
Input address is split between 2 input address lines:


3000 TURKEY CANYON



RANCH RD




matches to


3000 TURKEY CANYON RANCH RD     and not to


3000 TURKEY CANYON RD

21 This is not a new subcategory, but additional questions have been created that provide testing in cases involving exceptional secondary unit designators:

ZIP+4:

100  MAIN ST APT 1-10

100 MAIN ST PH   3-3

Excep Secunit has a secno range

present in ZIP+4 .

Input:

100 MAIN ST STE 3

Software may not throw out the “PH 3” candidate, based on the fact it is a exceptional secondary unit, and match to “APT 3”.  This is a default match to 

100 MAIN ST STE 3, retaining input secunit.

Any Information in columns 599-600 may be ignored.
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
