The annual Pre-MASS meeting was hosted by the National Customer Support Center (NCSC) in Memphis, TN with attendees from various manufactures.
These minutes are a record of discussions held during the meeting by the CASS/MASS Department.  

Opening remarks by Ruth Jones summarized the topics of discussion.   
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CASS™ Coding Changes for Cycle K

Recombination 
It has been determined that a greater number of highrise exact assignments are possible when software recombines specific primary address values with secondary address values under defined conditions. 

CASS-certified software may increase highrise depth-of-code matches through recombination.

Software is required to transpose primary address number values when combined with secondary address information to obtain a highrise exact match by matching to a valid secondary address range in the ZIP + 4 File. 

CASS will also test transposed secondary values to achieve a highrise exact match through recombination.

Abbreviated Alias Records

We are in the process of creating records that will allow the return to the base after a match has moved the abbreviated alias to the record and then deleted. The city state file will contain “C” Alias type code records that will roll off after one year.

Issue:
AMS (Address Matching System) was adding multiple records.
Trailing Alpha File

Posted monthly to MLOCR manufacturers FTP directories  as file name TRAILALP.TXT

This file contains all high rise secondary ranges which have trailing alphas assigned. 

It will enhance the ability of MLOCRs to accurately code when alpha and numeric character collisions occur.
DPV Split Tables

In January 2005 the product file increased in size due to the number of false positive hits in the hash table
