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Footnotes – footnotes are for +4 matching and DPV/DSF2, do not use footnotes for Early 
Warning System (EWS) matches. The footnote codes can be found in the DPV or DSF2 License 
Performance Requirements located at the following address:

N1 footnote – does not apply to PO Box records.  Move the N1 on highrise and street records 
when the delivery type is blank. 
 
Footnote RR vs. R1 - when the original input contains a (#) pound sign and a secondary number 
but during the Address Matching process a match is made to a plus 4 that changes the #  to a 
unit designator. If the record DPV confirms and is located in the CMRA table, you should return 
R1 instead of RR.

Double # - when you are trying to match to an address that contains double pound signs. EX: 
123 Main Street #123 #456 
If you match to either of the secondary address information in DPV, you will return “Y”. 
Please see Grading Issues on RIBBS at: 
http://ribbs.usps.gov/files/CASS/archives/2003MIN.doc for more details on double # matching. 
 
 
Flags:  F1 – Military, G1 – General Delivery, U1 – Unique, once you have made a +4 match, 
move ‘Y’ to the DPV return code and move spaces to all other flags in the CASS test.  
F1 – Military footnote code will be returned once you have made a +4 match and there is an “M” 
in the ZIP Classification Code on the City State Product. 
G1 – General Delivery footnote code will be returned once you have made a +4 match and there 
is a “G” in the Record Type Code of the ZIP+4 Product.   
U1 – Unique footnote code will be returned once you have made a +4 match and there is a “U” in 
the ZIP Classification Code on the City State Product. 
 
The use of the No-Stat table is mandatory for DPV users for cycle M. 



If you do not use the No-Stat table during cycle L, you may receive true false positive hits for 
some addresses. 
 
Abbreviated aliases, software can return the street name or the abbreviated alias. 
 
 
NEW DPV Rule for cycle M: Validate a Secondary of #0  
To validate a secondary of #0: 
The match must be made to a highrise exact record and a significant leading zero in the 
secondary before you return ‘Y’ and footnote (AABB) otherwise you must return an ‘S’ and the 
appropriate footnote (AACC).  
  
You can not return a ‘Y’ if you match on records with a secondary of #0 on a default highrise 
record or a street record. 
  
Cass will include this in the stage test. 

 
Tie Breaking Logic Results in a False Positive Hit 
CASS allows software to use DPV to resolve cardinal rules, magnet streets and multiple 
responses. When a match is made to the false positive table on one of the candidate records that 
DPV allowed software to consider, do not generate the email to the DSF2Stop account.
