
 

Release 29.0.0 – Notes – Version 4.0 

 

The PostalOne! 29.0.0 Release was January 8, 2012 to introduce software upgrades to the system.  These Release Notes 
provide the contents of this release and its effect on the following areas based on changes identified during the final stages of 
the software development cycle.  Changes to the test release notes (Version 3) are annotated in the change log in Appendix 
A. 
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1. Mailers (External) 

PostalOne! Release 29.0.0 was deployed on January 8, 2012 to introduce software upgrades to the system related to the 
price change.  The price change functionality was implemented on January 22.   
 
 

1.1 Business Customer Gateway 
1.1.1 Small Business Profile 

Additional functionality has been added to streamline requesting access to online services for small business mailers.   The 
Business Service Administrator (BSA) role will automatically be assigned to business entities with a single user at a single 
location.  

1.1.2 Incentive Program 

The link to Incentive Programs has been launched, enabling customers to enroll in incentives in advance . A new 
informational page has been implemented that describing all active promotions and incentives before a user is signed into the 
Business Customer Gateway . Enrollment status is provided in the customers’ Program Summary page, a function of the 
eAdmin Program Registration system. 

A “Program Assistance” tab is available for customers to communicate directly with USPS support. 

Customers can view an Award Summary that displays the amount of postage that is saved through an incentive program 

1.1.3 Shipping Services 

Mailers may now enroll in the Package Intercept program and Scan Based Payment. 

Mailers may now enroll in the BPOD program via Program Registration. 

Program Registration business logic has been updated to ensure all possible combinations of answer choices to the My 
Profile Survey and Certification have been mapped to a certification type. 

All My Profile Survey and Certification Questionnaire questions and answers roll-over messages have been updated for 
accuracy and usability 

Program Registration external application upgraded the look and feel to be consistent with changes to the Business 
Customer Gateway. 

Existing mailers on an existing file version can transition to the new IMpb file versions. 

1.1.4 Mailer ID System 

The Mailer ID (MID) system, designed to allow mailers to apply for Mailer IDs, upgraded the look and feel to be consistent 
with changes to the Business Customer Gateway. 

1.1.4.1 Data Distribution Profile 

The Mailer ID system prompts users who submit a new or edited data distribution profile for a given Mailer ID or customer 
reference ID to apply the same data distribution profile information to other Mailer IDs (MIDs) in their profile. The recipient of 
the new or edited data distribution profile must be in the user’s Address Book.  The system allows the user to select one or 
any combination of MIDs associated with the user’s CRID. Selection can be by MID or the customer reference ID. 
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1.1.4.2 Full-Service ACS Billing CRID Delegation 

The Mailer ID (MID) system users to designate a CRID to assume the edited or added unassociated Full-Service ACS billing 
profile. All MIDs linked to that CRID will have the same unassociated Full-Service ACS billing profile. 

1.1.4.3 Assignment Default 

The MID system defaults to issue two MIDs before the system verifies mailing volumes before issuing subsequent MIDs. 

1.1.5 USPS BlueEarth™ Carbon Accounting Statement (Report) 

The BlueEarth™ Carbon Calculator provides eVS and PostalOne! customers a carbon footprint report of the amount 
of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions related to their mailing and shipping activity. The system utilizes a proprietary USPS 
methodology to calculate a mailer’s GHG emissions (carbon) footprint based on the products mailed and the characteristics 
of those mailings. The column headings will include volume by product as well as fixed and variable carbon emissions by 
product. The report is designed to provide business customers with accurate GHG data they can use in calculating their 
own organizational GHG emissions inventories. USPS BlueEarth™  

Carbon Accounting Statements are available to customers on a monthly, quarterly, and annual (by fiscal year) rollup as a no 
fee service. 

1.2 Accounts 
1.2.1 Balance and Fees 

Waiver of Annual Mailing Fees for Full Service Automation for First Class, Standard and Bound Printed Matter 

The Postal Service will provide a fee exception to mailers who present full-service (Intelligent Mail) automation mailings. 
When mailers present only full service automation mailings of First-Class Mail or Standard Mail letters and flats or Bound 
Printed Matter flats with 90 percent or more pieces qualifying for full service automation prices, the Postal Service will waive 
payment of the annual mailing fees for mailings presented under specific permits. 

1.3 Mail & Transport 
1.3.1 Electronic Data Exchange 

Users participating in electronic data exchange with the US Postal Service should reference the Postal Service Mail.dat 
Technical Specification and Postal Service Mail.XML Technical Specification for Postage Payment and Reporting (eDoc) 
currently posted on RIBBS. 

1.3.1.1 Mail.XML and Mail.dat Version Support 

The Postal Service®  released software for the PostalOne! and FAST systems that include IDEAlliance Mail.dat and Mail.XML 
specification support.   

The USPS has established a policy to support the two latest versions of the IDEAlliance Mail.dat and Mail.XML specifications 
at any given time. The USPS has discontinued support of older versions of Mail.dat and Mail.XML, for eDoc, Data 
Distribution, and FAST as follows.

NOTE:  The USPS has agreed to provide a ninety (90) day transition period after the January 8, 2012 release for mailers to 
move to either of the two more currently supported versions of Mail.dat and/or Mail.XML.  This transition time of 90 days only 
applies to FAST and Data Distribution functionality.  Refer to the PostalOne! Mail.dat Technical Specifications posted on 
RIBBS (https://ribbs.usps.gov/intelligentmail_schedule/documents/tech_guides/specs/IDEAllianceSpecs.pdf) for complete 
information regarding USPS support of IDEAlliance specifications.  This information is also included in Appendix B of this 
document.   
 

1.3.1.2 Mail.dat 

The changes in the following sections apply to customers participating in electronic data exchange using Mail.dat as a means 
of electronic submission:  

1.3.1.2.1 Mail.dat Client Application 

It is required that mailers download the new Mail.dat client application with this release. The latest Mail.dat application will be 
available for download from the Electronic Data Exchange page, accessed from the Business Customer Gateway, Manage 
Mailing Activity service. 

a.  Receipts 

The PostalOne! system corrected an issue with Billable Receipt files that were being generated using the Mail.dat Client 
Application.  The Postage Statement Status field on billable receipts were being populated with ‘NA’ instead of ‘CAN’, ‘FIN’, 
‘REV’, or ‘UPD’.  The Postage Statement Status field has been populated correctly when a postage statement is generated, 
cancelled, finalized or reversed.  ETR 77339Mail.dat Processing 

1.3.1.2.2 Mail.dat Processing

Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail Flats (Mixed Class) 

A Mixed Class mailing is accepted when the .cqt Zone field populated with ‘1’, ‘3’, ‘4’, ‘5’, ‘6’, ‘7’, or ‘8’ when the .cqt 
Periodicals: Not County/In County field is populated with ‘I’ or ‘N’. 

The .pdr Wasted or Shortage Piece Indicator field is ignored for a Mixed Class mailing. 

The .pbc Wasted or Shortage Piece Indicator field is ignored for a Mixed Class mailing. 

A Mixed Class mailing is accepted when the .par file is included in the submission. 

Periodicals host components containing either First-Class components, Standard Mail components, or both for enclosures is 
accepted for FSS Mixed Class mailings. 
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The PostalOne! system will ignore piece data submitted in the .imr, .pbc, or .pdr files for non Full-Service Mixed Class 
mailings. 

The PostalOne! system will process the Mail.dat file for Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail when HDR 
Conventional Presort value is P = Conventional Presort, SEG Class Defining Preparation value is 6 = Std/Periodicals 
Comailings, SEG Principal Processing Category value is FL = Flat, SEG Logical/Physical CONTAINER Indicator value is P = 
Physical Container, SEG Log/Phy PACKAGE Indicator value is P = Physical Package, and SEG Full-Service Participation 
Indicator value is F = Full-Service.  

For a Standard Mail mailpiece, MPA Permit Number and associated data is required. The MPU Mail Piece Unit – Weight field 
must qualify as a Standard Mail flat and not exceed 16 oz.  

For a Periodicals mailpiece, the MPA USPS Publication Number or the pending Periodicals MPA Permit Number and 
associated data is required. The MPU Flat Machinability must by Y = Machinable on ASFM 100 and the Periodicals version 
weight must not exceed 22 oz. The CPT Component Weights must be provided for the Periodicals mailpiece for the system 
to calculate the version weight. The CPT Component-Periodical Ad Percentage and Component - Periodical Ad Percentage: 
Status must be provided for the system to calculate the advertising pounds. The Component file field Periodical Ad% 
Treatment must be populated for components that are part of a Periodicals mailpiece The optional CPT field Ad % Basis is 
available to describe the advertising pounds for a Periodicals mailpiece. The CPT field Periodical Issue Date must be 
populated for the host component in the Periodicals mailpiece. 

The MPU Mail Piece Unit – Class value is 2 = Periodicals or 3 = Standard Mail or 5 = Per Pending. The CPT Component – 
Class must be 1 = First-Class, 2 = Periodicals, 3 = Std Mail, or 5 = Per Pending. Note: A Periodicals host component may 
have either or both First-Class component(s) and Standard Mail component(s) for enclosures in the same mail piece.  

The MPU Mail Piece Unit - Rate Type is R = Regular (US/MEX/CAN) or N = Nonprofit for Standard Mailpieces or is R = 
Regular (US/MEX/CAN), N = Nonprofit, S = Science of Agriculture, C = Classroom, W = Science of Agriculture Limited 
Circulation, or Y = Regular Limited Circulation for Periodicals mailpieces. The MPU Mail Piece Unit – Processing Category is 
value FL = Flat. The MPU MPU Surcharge field is N = Not Oversized. The MPU Postage Affixed Type is blank. The 
Component file field Component - Rate Type must be R = Regular (US/MEX/CAN) or N = Nonprofit, M = Repositionable 
Component, or Z - Included, part of host postage for Standard Mailpieces. The Component file field Component - Rate Type 
must be R = Regular (US/MEX/CAN), N = Nonprofit, S = Science of Agriculture, C = Classroom, W = Science of Agriculture 
Limited Circulation, Y = Regular Limited Circulation, H = Per Ride-Along, Z - Included, part of host postage, or M = 
Repositionable Component for Periodicals mailpieces. The CPT Component-Processing Category must be FL = Flat, but 
could be FL = Flat, LT = Letter or CD = Card for enclosures on either a Standard Mailpiece or a Periodicals mailpiece. 

The MPA File field Postage Payment Option accepts values C = CPP or T = CAPS or D = Debit for a Periodicals mailpiece; T 
= CAPS or D = Debit for a Standard Mail mailpiece; and D = Debit for a pending Periodicals mailpiece. The Mail.dat Job may 
contain any combination of allowed Postage Payment Methods. 

The MPA File field Postage Payment Method must be P = Permit, T = Per Pend (using Permit), or G = Gov’t – Fed (use 
Permit). 

Each Job ID must contain at least 200 pieces or 50 pounds of Standard Mail. 

Containers with Outside County Periodicals mailpieces must have the following to support container and bundle charges:  
o the Container Summary (CSM ) Container Type must be mapped in the Table Container Type Values 
o the CSM file field Container Level must be mapped in the Table Container Level Values 
o the CSM file field Entry Point for Entry Discount - Facility Type must be mapped in the table Entry Point for Entry 

Discount - Facility Type Values. 

Facility types DDU and ADC are not allowed for this comail. The Package Quantity (PQT) Package Level for a Periodicals 
mailpiece value must be one of the values mapped in the Table Package Level values. (These table references are to the 
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PostalOne! Mail.dat Technical Specification and have specific entries for mixed class comail). The system validates that if the 
PQT file Package Level is A (firm) then the bundle may contain only Periodicals flats. 

For Periodicals bundle charges, there may be an ADC bundle containing mixed ADCs assigned to that NDC. This bundle will 
be charged the ADC bundle level price on line D6. For Periodicals container charges there may not be sacks or trays so lines 
E1 through E24 are not allowed. For Periodicals container charges, pallets may not be origin entry so lines E27, E29, E33, 
E35, E40, will not be allowed. For Periodicals container charges, destination ADC entry is not allowed so lines E31, E37 and 
E44 are not allowed. For Periodicals container charges, DDU entry is not allowed so line E46 is not allowed. 

For the Container Quantity (CQT) file field Container Charge Allocation, the system ignores the value in this field, and if there 
are multiple titles and/or issues, apportion the container and bundle charges.  

For a Periodicals mailpiece, the CQT file field Rate Category must be a value mapped for Periodicals flats; for a Standard 
Mail mailpiece, the CQT file Rate Category must be a value mapped for Standard Mail flats.  

The CQT file field Periodicals: Sub/ Non-Sub/Requester Indicator must be S = Sub N = Non R = Requester for a Periodicals 
or Pending Periodicals mailpiece and O = Other for a Standard Mail mailpiece. The CQT file field Periodicals: Not County/In 
County must be N = Not County I = In-County for a Periodicals or Pending Periodicals mailpiece and O = Other for a 
Standard Mail mailpiece. 

For flats, the CQT file field Barcode Discount Or Surcharge Indicator must be O = Other. 

 

Allow Non Full-Service for Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail Flats (Mixed Class) 

The system allows mixed class Standard Mail carrier route flats and calculate correct postage on the following Part F carrier 
route flats lines (excluding Saturation CR, entry DDU and detached address labels): F2, F3, F4, F5, F7, F8, F9, F10, F12, 
F13, F14, F15, ,F29, F30, F31, F32, F34, F35, F36, F37, F39, F40, F41, F42. 

The system shall consider a mailing to be mixed Full-Service when the SEG Full-Service Participation Indicator is M = Mixed.  

For mixed Full-Service combined mailing, the Periodicals, Pending Periodicals, or Standard Mail Full-Service pieces shall be 
accepted in PDR or IMR or PBC (Mail.dat 12) and be forwarded to SASP for further processing. 

The system considers a mailing not to be Full-Service when the SEG Full-Service Participation Indicator is blank. 

The system does not accept or forward piece level information to SASP for mailpieces that are not Full-Service.  Piece Level 
information submitted in a .imr, .pbc, or .pdr file will not be sent to the SASP system for non Full-Service mailings. 

Spoilage is not allowed in Mail.dat on Standard Mail regular prices or Standard Mail nonprofit prices in mixed class. Business 
note: Spoilage may be claimed with the refund PS Form 3533. 

Flats Sequencing System (FSS) Service for Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail Flats (Mixed Class) 

A mailing is processed as FSS and Mixed Class when the .csm Container Level field is populated with ‘E’ or ‘F’ and the .pqt 
Package Level field is populated with ‘X’ for FSS Mixed Class mailings. 

A FSS Mixed Class mailing is when the .mpa Postage Payment Option field is populated with ‘C’, ‘T’, or ‘D’. 

An FSS Mixed Class mailing is when the .mpa Postage Payment Method field is populated with ‘P’, ‘G’, or ‘T’. 

An FSS Mixed Class mailing is with a ride-along for a Periodicals mailpiece.

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An FSS Mixed Class mailing is accepted when the .cpt Component – Rate Type field is populated with ‘R’, ‘N’, ‘S’, ‘C’, ‘W’, or 
‘Y’. 

An FSS Mixed Class mailing is accepted when the .cpt Component – Rate Type is populated with ‘R’, ‘N’, or ‘M’ for Standard 
Mail mailpieces. 

Copalletization 

 Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail Flats 

Mailers may use the OCI file to copalletize both Standard Mail and Periodicals Mail in a single copalletized mailing. 

For a mixed mailing, the .OCI file Container ID and Job ID container may contain Standard Mail or Periodicals Mail, 
or a mixture of Periodicals Mail and Standard Mail. 

For a mixed class mailing, the OCI file Original Container ID and Original Job ID container may contain Standard Mail 
or Periodicals Mail or a mixture of Periodicals Mail and Standard Mail. 

The original Container report shall accommodate both Standard Mail and Periodicals Mail in the same report. 

A mailing will be rejected if the .oci file is included in the origin job submissions when the .csm Included In Other 
Documentation field in the csm file is populated with ‘O’ Original Container for Tray and Bundle Based 
Copalletization. 

A mailing is rejected if the .oci field is not included in the consolidator job submission and the .csm Included In Other 
Documentation field in the csm file is populated with ‘L’ Linked Container for Tray and bundle Based Copalletization. 

Content and Incentives 

The PostalOne! system will support Mobile Interactive Technology when the .ccr Characteristic field is populated with ‘MI’ for 
Mail.dat version 12-1. 

The .mpu Mail Piece Unit – Class must be populated with ‘1’ First-Class, ‘2’ Periodicals, ‘3’ Standard Mail or ‘5’ Pending 
Periodicals for Mobile Interactive Technology. 

The number of Mobile Interactive Technology pieces for First-Class Mail, Periodicals, Standard Mail, and Pending 
Periodicals will be calculated when the .ccr Characteristic field is populated with ‘MI’ by: 

 Linking the .cqt record with .mpu record using the Mail piece Unit ID 

 Linking the .mpu record with the .mcr record using the Mail Piece Unit ID 

 Linking the .mcr record with the .cpt record using the Component ID 

 Linking the .ccr and .cpt records using the Component ID 

 The PostalOne! system will use the .ccr Characteristic of MI in conjunction with the Component ID to tie back to the 
.cqt, to calculate the number of pieces that has Mobile Interactive Technology. 

For Mail.dat 11-2 files, a mailing will be processed as Round Trip ONLY: One DVD/CD or other disk when the .mpu Mail 
Piece Unit – Class field is populated with ‘1’ First-Class, .mpu Mail Piece Unit – Processing Category field is populated with 
‘LT’ Letters or ‘FL’ Flats and the .cpt Content of Mail is populated with ‘RT’ and will be displayed in the new Part D for DVD 
Mailer on the PS 3600 FCM Postage Statement. 

For Mail.dat 12-1 files, a mailing will be processed as Round Trip ONLY: One DVD/CD or other disk when the .mpu Mail 
Piece Unit – Processing Category field is populated with ‘LT’ Letters or ‘FL’ Flats and the .ccr Characteristic field is 
populated with ‘RT’ and will be displayed in the new Part D for DVD Mailer on the PS 3600 FCM Postage Statement. 

Incentives will not be supported for Single Piece pieces when the .cqt Rate Category is populated with ‘S’ Single Piece or 
‘SD’ Single Piece/Does not meet content standards. 
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b. Validations 

 New (Added) Error Messages 

o Error Code 3631: Referential Integrity Error: The Total Number of Pieces from all .pqt child handling unit records 
must equal the .cqt parent record's Number of Pieces. 

o Error Code 4284: The .csm Container Type field contains an invalid value; it must contain ‘P’ for FSS Mixed 
Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4285: The .cqt Zone field contains an invalid value; it cannot be populated with ‘D’ or ‘V’ for 
Periodicals mailpieces for FSS Mixed Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4286: The .cqt Destination Entry field contains an invalid value; it cannot be populated with ‘D’ for 
FSS Mixed Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4287: The .mpu Mail Piece Unit – Weight field contains an invalid value; it must be less than or equal 
to 22oz for automation Periodicals mailpieces for FSS Mixed Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4288: The .mpu Mail Piece Unit – Weight field contains an invalid value; it must be less than or equal 
to 16oz for Standard Mail mailpieces for FSS Mixed Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4289: The .cqt Rate Category field contains an invalid value; it cannot be populated with ‘A’ for FSS 
Mixed Class mailings. 

o Error Code 4290: The .pqt Package Level field contains an invalid value; it cannot be populated with ‘X’ for Mixed 
Class mailings.  Note: This is a configurable validation and should be defaulted to off. 

o Error Code 4291: The .csm Container Level field contains an invalid value; it cannot be populated with ‘E’ for ‘F’ 
for Mixed Class mailings.

For CSM Container Level Y=Protected SCF, values are mapped the same as SCF Container Level.  For AF=Protected NDC, 
values are mapped the same as NDC Container Level. 

Optional origin entry allows at all pallet levels for Mixed Class Comail. 

After the Mail.dat file is submitted, the PostalOne! system produces postage statements for Standard Mail and Periodicals 
mail at all origin locations except OADC.

1.3.1.3.2 Mail.XML Full-service 
a. Visibility 

Mail.XML functionality receives further enhancements for mail visibility for Full-Service mailers. The mailers are able to pull or 
receive their information through push subscriptions through Mail.XML web services and also are able to manually download 
the data for Full-Service Pallet induction scans, eInduction Pallet induction scans, and tray scans. 
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b. Data Distribution 

Existing Full-Service messages that started with the words “Full-Service” such as Full-Service Start the Clock Query Request 
have all been renamed and the words “Full-Service” have been removed from the message names to plan for other possible 
services making the similar data available through Data Distribution. Full-Service has been added as an indicator in the 
Query Requests of all message sets and a Full-Service indicator of Yes or No has been added to all Response and Delivery 
messages. FullServiceAvailabilityDate has been renamed to FSNonFSAvailibilityDate in all response and Delivery messages 
tied to Data Distribution. The Notification messages have been updated and a new element “Available record Count” has 
been added to notify the mailer’s system of how many records are awaiting a pull request. 

1.3.2 FAST 

The changes in the following sections apply to customers using the FAST system to make appointments. 

Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail  

Mailers may make a FAST appointment for mixed class mail either online or through Web Services, and can reference a 
recurring appointment in a Mail.dat file. SASP will recognize these appointments for start-the-clock. 

1.3.3 Dashboard 
1.3.3.1.1 Postage Statements 

Change Extra Services 

“Extra Services” has been changed to “Extra Services and Fees” 

a. Priority Mail 

Form 3600 PM has a new Priority Mail Regional Rate Box C for Commercial Base, Commercial Plus, and Negotiated Service 
Agreement (NSA) Pricing. This new Regional Rate Box C is in the same format as other existing Regional Rate Boxes in 
Parts B and D of Form 3600 PM. 

Form 3600 PM has a new PACT Act check box, with the label “Check if PACT Act mailpieces are included”, for mailings that 
include cigarettes. If a mailer selects the PACT Act check box, the extra service, hard copy PS Form 3611 is allowed when 
Adult Signature or Adult Signature with Restricted Delivery is selected. 

Form 3600 PM has a new parts E and F for Priority Mail Open & Distribute (PMOD). Part E has the title “Priority Mail – 
PMOD – Negotiated Service Agreement (NSA)”.  Part F has the title “Commercial Base/Plus PMOD”. 

The title of Form 3600 PM Part A, Lines A19 to A25, “Dimensional Pricing” has been changed to “Dimensional and Balloon 
Pricing”. 

Form 3600 PM has a new Incentive/Discount drop down and a new Type of Fee drop down selection. 

Form 3600 PM has three new columns: Discount Total, Fee Total, and Subtotal.  The Fee Total column is added to every 
section except extra services and fees. 

Day Certain Delivery 

Day Certain Delivery is a service available for all Priority Mail. Customers with an agreement with the USPS (NSA’s ONLY) 
will drop mail at origin locations with a label on each package that specifies the Day Certain Delivery date. This adds an extra 
service line to the 3600 PM. 
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b. First-Class Mail 

The First-Class Mail statement (3600-FCM) now has sections for First-Class Package Service (which include Presorted 
Parcels – Commercial Base and Commercial Plus – Parcels) and a new line for Single-Piece First-Class Mail parcels that do 
not meet content restrictions. This line accommodates any Permit Imprint customers that need to avail themselves to the 
First-Class Mail Retail parcels prices. The current B14 through B19 lines has moved to Part C. Part B contains a line for 
‘Single Piece that does not meet the content standards’ that will charge the retail prices. 

There is a new price for First-Class Mail letters (1-2 ounces) and there is no longer a need for the Reply Rides Free section. 
This change requires the elimination of Reply Rides Free lines. 

Users are be allowed to select NSA pricing on the postage statement. If NSA pricing is used, no other pricing is allowed on 
the postage statement. 

The current form title has change from “First-Class Mail” to “First-Class Mail and First-Class Package Service” 

On Form 3600-FCM, Presorted Parcels – Commercial Base has moved to Part C. 

Form 3600-FCM has a new Part D for Roundtrip DVD, CD or Other Disc Mail. Part D includes sections titled “Automation 
Letter”, “Presort Letters”, “Automation Flats”, “Presorted Flats” and “Permit Reply Mail”. Permit Reply mail is allowed; if 
mailers choose permit reply mail for flats, for the outgoing mail pieces they will pay the one ounce rate for up to two ounces.  

Throughout Form 3600-FCM, “Cards” have changed to “Postcards”. 

Form 3600-FCM includes a new box labeled “Of total pieces, # with Mobile Interactive Technology” 

The existing Incentive/Fee lines on the front of Form 3600 FCM, June 20 has changed to “Incentive/Discount Claimed”. 

Form 3600-FCM has a new “Type of Fee” drop down selection, and three new columns: Subtotal, Discount Total, and Fee 
Total. 

Move Incentive Drop Down 

The Incentive Drop Down has been moved from the Permit Entry page to the Account Verification page, Form 3600 FCM. 

Day Certain Delivery 

Day Certain Delivery is a service available for First-Class Package Service. Customers with an agreement with the USPS 
(NSA’s ONLY) will drop mail at origin locations with a label on each package that specifies the Day Certain Delivery date. 
This adds an extra service line to the 3600 FCM. 

c. Standard Mail 

Forms 3602 R & N, Part C: new sections for Letters with Simplified Addressing has been added with the following labels: 
“(Automation) Letters 3.3 oz  (0.2063 lbs.) or less”, “Non automation Letters 3.3 oz (0.2063 lbs) or less”, “(Automation) Letters 
Over 3.3 oz up to 3.5 oz”, and “Nonautomation letters Over 3.3 oz but less than 16 oz”. The new section includes Entry: 
None, DNDC, and DSCF. 

Forms 3602 R & N, Part F: a new section for “Flats with Simplified Addressing” has been added. The new section includes 
Entry: None, DNDC, DSCF, DDU, Detached Address Label, and Detached Marketing Label. Flats 3.3 oz (0.2063 lbs) or less 
than 16 oz”.  

Forms 3602 R & N, Part H: a new section for “Parcels with Simplified Addressing” has been added. The new section includes 
Entry: None, DNDC, DSCF, DDU, Detached Address Label, and Detached Marketing Label.  

Detached Address Label (DAL) 

No advertising is permitted. Detached Address Labels (DALs) must maintain minimum thickness and other machinability 
requirements. DALs can be used on Simplified and non-simplified addressed pieces. 

Detached Marketing Label (DML) 
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The new DML has been added after the DAL line. The line numbers has been renumbered appropriately. Advertising is 
permitted on either side. DMLs must maintain minimum thickness and other machinability requirements and can be used on 
simplified and non-simplified addressed pieces 

Mailers can mix DAL or DML pieces on one postage statement, but the mailings must be segregated. 

Forms 3602 R & N Letters, Part C Automation, includes Carrier Route High Density Plus.  

Form 3602 R, Part J, Standard Mail Regular Rate Machinable Parcels has been moved to Form 3605, Parcel Select 
Lightweight. NOTE: There is no change to Form 3602 N for nonprofits. 

Form 3602 R, Part K, Standard Mail Regular Rate Irregular Parcels has been moved to the Form 3605, Parcel Select 
Lightweight - Irregular.  Note there is no change to Form 3602 N, for nonprofits. 

Current Part G (Reserved) has been removed from Form 3602 R and N. 

Form 3602 R and N, current Part H, Standard Mail NFM - Regular (and Nonprofit) Rate has been moved to a new Part G, 
Standard Mail Marketing Parcels – Presorted – Regular (and Nonprofit) Rate. 

Form 3602 R and N, current Part I Standard Mail Carrier Route Parcels – Regular (and Nonprofit) Rate has been moved to 
new Part H, Standard Mail Marketing Parcels Carrier Route– Regular (and Nonprofit) Rate. 

The two Fee/Incentive lines that were added to end of the postage statement has been removed from Form 3602 R & N.  
Note- the two Fee/Incentive lines are located on the first page of the 3602 R & N hardcopy postage statement.

Form 3602 R & N allows mailers to select NSA pricing. If NSA pricing is selected, no other pricing is available for that 
postage statement.

e. 3605 – Parcel Select and Packages Services 

Form 3605 drop down for Processing Category includes new options for Irregular Parcels and Parcels/Machinable parcels. 

Form 3605 includes a new Incentive/Discount drop down and a new Type of Fee drop down 

Form 3605 adds 3 new columns – Subtotal, Discount and Fee 
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Form 3605 lines A1 to A27 has been used for Bound Printed Matter Nonpresorted Flats and Bound Printed Matter Carrier 
Route Flats. 

Form 3605 lines A3 and A4 for Bound Printed Matter has been used for Detached Address Label and Detached Marketing 
Label respectively.  

On Form 3605, the $0.03 barcode discount has been removed for Bound Printed Matter Parcels, Media Mail and Library 
Mail.  

On Form 3605, “Barcoded” has been removed from labels, and specific lines have been removed for Barcoded Parcels and 
Flats.  

On Form 3605, for ONDC Entry, Zone 4 to 8 has been removed for Parcel Select – Regional Ground (Part H).

The combined 
mailing ID for Periodicals will have a verification statement to allow the verification by the usual method. The system displays 
all postage statements for the Combined Standard Mail under a master statement. The master statement will allow 
verification input by the usual method. 

The system displays all postage statements and qualification reports for a Mail.dat job under a single mailing group ID. 

The system allows reversal of all the finalized postage statements in the mailing group ID but not allow reversal of an 
individual postage statement. 

The system displays each Periodicals postage statement including the same information and calculations as it would if it had 
been mailed outside of the combined mailing. After clicking on register in a Periodicals postage statement, the system 
displays the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary additional mailing information including Title, USPS 
Publication Number, Issue Date, Issue Number, Volume Number, Job Name, Contact Name, Job ID, Contact Phone Number, 
Postage Statement Stage, Contact Email, and Acceptance Office. 

The system displays the View Version Summary hyperlink on the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary. The 
system shall display the View Listing by Mailing Date on the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary.  

For a Periodicals Postage Statement in UPD or FPP status, the system displays the Edition Weight Worksheet hyperlink. 
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After clicking on the Periodicals Edition Weight Worksheet hyperlink, the system displays the Mailing Group Information 
including Title, USPS Publication Number, Issue Date, Issue Number, Volume Number, Job Name, Contact Name, Job ID, 
Contact Phone Number, Postage Statement Stage, Contact Email, and Acceptance Office. 

After clicking on the Periodicals Edition Weight Worksheet hyperlink, the system displays the Periodicals Edition Weight 
Worksheet columns including Container Ship Date, Req. Piece Weight Ver. Comp. Date, Segment ID, MPU ID, MPU Name, 
Estimated Weight, MPU Weight Source, MPU Weight Status, USPS Verified Weight, Weight Percent Difference, MPU 
Periodical Weight %, Periodical Ad % Status, No. of copies, and Weight Version ID. 

For the Periodicals Edition Weight Worksheet the system also displays the MPU ID, MPU Name and MPU Description in a 
separate table.

BMEU XML, Owner and Preparer XML, PDF, Excel and CSV. NOTE: This includes downloads for the weight worksheet and 
the advertising percentage worksheet in the case of Periodicals. 

Periodicals will be assessed apportioned charges in the mixed bundle and mixed pallet. Apportion the Periodicals bundle 
charge based on the number of Periodicals copies in the bundles and container charge based on the weight of the 
Periodicals portion of the container.

Form 3700 includes NSA sections for GXG, EMI, and PMI. 

Form 3700, Part D has changed to Priority Mail International – Permit Imprint – Does not Transmit Customs Data. This 
section is for retail prices only. 

Form 3700, Part E has changed to Priority Mail International – Permit Imprint – Transmits Customs Data. This section is for 
Commercial Base, Commercial Plus, and GEPS/NSA pricing. The Incentive line has been removed from Part E. 

Form 3700, Part F has changed to Express Mail International – Permit Imprint – Transmits Customs Data. This section is for 
Commercial Base, Commercial Plus, and GEPS/NSA pricing. The Incentive line has been removed from Part F. 

Form 3700, Part G changed to Global Express Guaranteed (GXG) – Transmits Customs Data. This section is for Commercial 
Base, Commercial Plus, and GEPS/NSA pricing. The Incentive line has been removed from Part G. Added to this section is 
Total Pieces, # of USPS supply, GSG legal size envelope. 
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Form 3700 includes a new Type of Fee drop down selection. 

Form 3700 includes new Incentive/Discount and Fee lines. 

Form 3700 includes a Discount column, a new Fee column, and a new Subtotal column on every section except Extra 
Services and Fees. 

Form 3700 includes a new International Express Mail Flat Rate box.

The system displays columns for Rate/Pieces: Applicable number of pieces for each standardized sort 
abbreviation such as CR, 5B, 3B, 5D, 3D. Counts for pieces are not separated by mailing class of piece: Periodicals or 
Standard Mail. The system displays columns for Total: Total copies, Zone, and Running Total. The total domestic zones 
copies column has been modified to total number of copies. NOTE: Only Periodicals copies are displayed for domestic 
zones. The system displays the usual container search view. After the user clicks on the hyperlink for any container ID, the 
system displays the bundles in the container as follows for pieces not separated by mailing class of piece: Periodicals or 
Standard Mail.  

The system displays Container Information: Container ID, Entry Point ZIP, Total Pieces, Container Type, Destination ZIP, 
Total weight, Container Level, Total Bundles. The system displays columns for Bundle ID, Mail Class (SM or PE) Dest ZIP 
Code, Zone, Dest Entry, Carrier Route, Sort Level, Outside County Bundle, Rate Category, GRP Zip Code, Total copies, 
Total pieces, Class. The column Outside County Bundle shall show ‘Y’ if the bundle qualifies as chargeable for Outside 
County Periodicals and ‘N’ if not.  The system displays individual rows for each bundle record for each class.   After the user 
clicks on the hyperlink for any bundle ID, the system displays the versions in the bundles as follows: Version ID, Version 
Name, Description, Copies, Pieces and Advertising Percent.

For each Periodicals 
Version ID, the system displays the detailed Periodicals (In-County or Outside-County) Version ID information that the 
system does now. For each Standard Mail Version ID, the system displays the detailed Standard Mail Version ID information 
that the system does now. 

The Outside-County container and bundle report is available for the applicable Periodicals copies, bundles, and containers.

The system displays the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary columns Entry Facility, Container count, 
Container type pallets, trays, sacks and other, Mailing Date, Total Copies, Total Pieces, Total Pounds, and Total Postage. 
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The system displays the Grand Total on the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary. 

The system displays the Entry Facility Detail button on the Periodicals Postage Statement Register – Summary. 

For Periodicals, after clicking the Entry Facility Detail button, the system displays the Entry Facility Detail additional mailing 
information including Title, USPS Publication Number, Issue Date, Issue Number, Volume Number, Job Name, Contact 
Name, Job ID, Contact Name, Phone Number, Postage Statement Stage, Contact Email, and Acceptance Office. 

The system displays the Entries on the Entry Facility Detail subdivided by entry point. Grand totals are for each entry point. 
Columns are Document Number, Mailing Date, Sequence Number, MPU ID, MPU Name, Weight Version ID, Version Weight, 
Ad %, Total Copies, Total Pieces, Total Weight and Total Postage.

After clicking the Listing by Mailing Date hyperlink, the system displays the Listing by Mailing Date additional mailing 
information including Title, USPS Publication Number, Issue Date, Issue Number, Volume Number, Job Name, Contact 
Name, Job ID, Contact Phone Number, Postage Statement Stage, Contact Email, and Acceptance Office. 

The system displays the Periodicals Listing by Mailing Date list subdivided by Mailing Date. 

The system displays the Periodicals Listing by Mailing Date columns Entry Facility, Entry Level, Container count, Pallets, 
Trays, Sacks, Other, Copies, Pieces, Weight and Postage. 

For the Standard Mail Postage Statement the system allows the user to display the postage statement register by clicking on 
the Register hyperlink. 

For the Standard Mail Register, the system displays the columns Entry Facility Name, Container Count, Container Type 
(Sacks, Trays, Pallets, Other), Entry Discount, Total Pieces, Total Pounds, and Total Postage. 

For the Standard Mail Register, the system allows the user to display detailed information by clicking on the Entry Facility 
Name hyperlink for each entry facility. 

For the Standard Mail Register, after clicking on the Entry Facility Name hyperlink the system displays the Entry Point Detail. 

For the Standard Mail Entry Point Detail, the system displays the Mailing Group Summary information.

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For the Standard Mail Entry Point Detail, the system allows the user to click on a container number hyperlink. 

For the Standard Mail Entry Point Detail, after clicking on the container number hyperlink, the system displays the 
Qualification Report container detail page. 

c. Reconciliation Report 

Combined Mail of Periodicals with Standard Mail  

The system processes the combined Periodicals, Pending Periodicals, and Standard Mail flats job and creates the 
reconciliation report. For the containers with original or preliminary status, populate the pieces column and the original pieces 
column. For containers with ready-to-pay status populate the closed pieces and the actual pieces column. Track Postage 
Statement statuses: Canceled, USPS processing due, Reworked, Finalized, Reversed and Not Available for Processing.

1.4.1 Mailing Reports 
1.4.1.1 Mailing Summary Report 

A print option has been added to the Mailing Summary Report: 

1.4.2 Full-Service Reports 
1.4.2.1 Full-Service Start-the-Clock 

The Full-Service Seamless Acceptance Service Performance (SASP) system provides the Start-the-Clock information for 
mixed class mailings. However, Full-Service Service Measurement is measured considering the entire mixed class mailing to 
be Standard Mail. 

1.4.2.2 Full-Service Address Change Service (ACS) 

For a mixed class mailing, the SASP system processes the IMR file to obtain and report out address change information for 
the Standard Mail piece ranges the same as for a Standard Mail IMR.  

For a mixed class mailing, the SASP system processes the IMR file to obtain and report out address change information for 
the Periodicals piece ranges the same as for a Periodicals IMR. 

For a mixed class mailing, the SASP system processes the PDR file to obtain and report out address change information for 
the Standard Mail pieces the same as for a Standard Mail PDR.  

For a mixed class mailing, the SASP system processes the PDR file to obtain and report out address change information for 
the Periodicals piece ranges the same as for a Periodicals PDR. 

1.4.2.3 Full-Service Visibility 

This release introduced an opportunity to have visibility into mailers’ elements of their Full-Service mailings, which can be 
used in determining mailing performance and establishing mail growth plans.  Using information from various systems, 
Informed Visibility receives and provides scan data for pallets, and containers, and direct mailers to their mailpiece scan data.  
Transportation scan data is also provided to mailers.  Per current USPS policy for airline security, specific flight and carrier 
information for air transportation will not be provided. Scan data for pallets and containers, as well as transportation data will 
come from various systems as appropriate.  CONFIRM will continue to be the source of mailpiece data; a link will direct users 
to the CONFIRM system.  The nesting relationship is maintained to associate the mailpieces to tray, to containers, and 
subsequently to transportation.  SRS 648 
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1.4.2.3.1 User Interface 

Access to Informed Visibility information is available for external users through a link from the Business Customer Gateway 
(BCG).  Users are able to initiate searches and perform customized queries of all data collected through a user interface from 
the system’s landing page.  Data from search and query results are downloadable in PDF, text files, spreadsheets, and CSV 
file formats.  SRS 648 

1.4.2.3.2 Data Distribution 

The Postal Service® released software for the PostalOne!® system that includes IDEAlliance® Mail.XML™ specification 
support.  

 Mail.XML supported versions are Mail.XML v10.0A and v11.0D  
 USPS will support Mail.XML v8.1 until April 1, 2012  

The data distribution functionality is available through the Business Customer Gateway and Mail.XML pull and push.   Mailers 
are able to delegate the recipients of the visibility information per CRID/MID, per By/For relationship, and through data 
distribution for Third Party (similar to By/For relationship).  An interface with the Mailer ID (MID) system recognizes and 
applies the delegations made.  SRS 648 

The mailers can download Tray scan information as part of the Full-Service Download from the Business Customer Gateway 
(BCG). The Tray scan data is accessible from the Pallet Scan download reports as well as from a separate link. The Piece 
scan data is accessible from CONFIRM. The Full-Service Dashboard has been updated to show data available for download 
for Trays in the last seven days as well as in the last 45 days. 

The Push subscription interfaces have been updated to allow for FAST Closeout push subscriptions; as well, the Tray scan 
subscriptions for Mail.XML push capability for mailers. The push subscription interfaces at the BCG has been updated for the 
Container Status Delivery and message set for eInduction functionality where mailers can subscribe to eInduction pre-
induction validation errors. The entities entitled to receive the information on eInduction validations are owners, preparers, 
transporters and schedulers identified at the pallet level in the eDoc or in the FAST system. 

1.5 Manage Electronic Verification Activity (eVS) 
1.5.1 General 

eVS have updated all machinable parcel (Processing Category ‘3’) validations to reflect the proposed parameters for non-
machinability. The maximum acceptable dimension of Length for a machinable parcel will be 27 inches. The maximum 
acceptable dimension of Height for a machinable parcel will be 17 inches. The maximum acceptable dimension of Width for a 
machinable parcel will be 17 inches. The maximum acceptable Weight for a machinable Parcel Select parcel will be 35 
pounds. The maximum acceptable Weight for all other machinable parcels will be 25 pounds. If any of the above dimension 
limits is exceeded, eVS shall change the package to non-machinable (Processing Category ‘5’) and assess the postage 
and/or fees accordingly. 

1.5.1.1 eVS Mailer Information 

eVS has updated all references to “First-Class Mail” to “First-Class Package Service” to correctly identify the approved 
competitive product for all First-Class Mail parcels.  

eVS has changed all references to “Regular Standard Mail” to “Parcel Select Lightweight” to correctly identify the approved 
competitive product for all Parcel Select parcels weighing less than 1 pound. 

eVS has added references to “Standard Mail Marketing” and “Standard Mail Marketing Nonprofit” parcels to correctly identify 
the subclass of Standard Mail that will encompass Carrier Route and Not Flat-Machinables. 
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All reports that display the Mail Class by 2-character abbreviation or allow users to filter by Mail Class have been updated the 
Mail Class display to include: First-Class Package Service – FC, Standard Mail Marketing – S2, and Parcel Select 
Lightweight – LW.
