Add requirement to SRS 431 for the PostalOne! Mail.dat system to validate the full-service IMR ranges as a server-side validation.

NEW REQ:  The PostalOne! system will reject Mail.dat submissions where the sum of the .imr IM Barcode Upper Serialization minus the .imr IM Barcode Lower Serialization plus 1 for all full-service IMR records in the job is either

(a)           20% greater than the larger of either (1) the sum of the .cqt Piece Count for all full-service CQT records or (2) the sum of .cqt Copy Count for all full-service CQT records; or

(b)           Less than the smaller of either (1) the sum of the .cqt Piece Count for all full-service CQT records or (2) the sum of .cqt Copy Count for all full-service CQT records.

            Notes:

1.     Full-service IMR records are determined based on the .imr Service Level Indicator of F.

2.     Full-service CQT records are determined based on the .cqt Service Level Indicator of F.
