Application Update:


Sandra Ridder, Presort Services, reported that she had received her welcome kit.


Mike Maroney, Universal Mailing Service, reported he had applied and faxed the 1357 form as required.  He indicated the application did not ask whether he was applying for PostalOne! with Mail.Dat or the Wizard.

Functional Spreadsheet:  Had been updated and was distributed via email by Cher Rupp-Ruggeri.

Customer Registration Update: Sue Redman

Each client will create a User ID and Password creating a single entry for all registrations

The programming for Customer Registration will begin in Fall 07 with completion of the first pass by Early 08.  On line permit applications are not expected to be in the first round.

CAPS will also see changes.  All clients will be on CAPS and will be able to make on line deposits while still having paper check options (which do not exist for current CAP accounts).  New CAPS program will remove all local trust accounts and be similar to on line banking.  New System to start in early 08 and local offices will be contacted when testing starts.

Consolidated Standard Mailing Statements:

Consolidated Standard Mail postage statements are scheduled to be included in the Postal One Version 14.0 scheduled for release sometime after the rate case.

USPS testing spoilage, 3602C, Batch manifest, Walk Sequence:  In past USPS has stated that software companies not willing to help test.  BCC and Window Books can handle most of these now. It is felt that putting the testing burden on client is a barrier and there needs to be a software vendor interface with PostalOne!.

Spoilage Discussion:  Recommended that software provide drop down box that permits the spoilage quantity to be entered. Spoilage would then be deducted off the lowest postage tier.  Still need further discussion to determine if this method will work for both OP mailers and non OP mailers.

Mailing Statement Security:
Group wants to create fact sheet explaining roles in PostalOne! explaining what data can be seen by which individuals within the process.  Information could be included in the pockets of the new PostalOne! brochure shown to the group.

Also want to have PDF of mailing statement to be encrypted to prevent tampering.  It is extremely important that PDF can not be tampered to help move companies away from the ‘round stamped’ mailing statement to the electronic statement.

Courtesy Pallets:  Still an issue since mail can be on pallets with as little as 200 pieces or 50 # of mail for an SCF. The group would like to see all pallets with placard that can lead to tracing the mail.  First-Class Mail® also should be palletized.    Every tray has to be associated to a legal pallet.
