CSA - USPS provide MTAC 122 with a real Customer CSA from CAT env.  

· USPS will work with customers to create CSA for special mail separations, dispatches, and arrival data 
· CSA information will be entered into FAST.
· Customers will be able to download CSA file.
· Customers will be notified of changes thru email
· Mailers use CSA to determine separations and document/submit eDoc (.CSM) file describe nesting of trays to containers (logical/physical)

CSA Issues - Members identified these problems with the file preventing them to program software solutions.

1. CSA Effective Date is not formatted correctly, not in MMDDYYYY format.

2. If Recurring Appointment Sequence ID field has no value - shouldn't the field be populated with N/A instead of blank space?

3. Publication Number not defined in the Guide to Customer/Supplier Agreement - CSA File Layout (Appendix B).

4. In the 'SampleCSA_WithHeaders.csv' file -> A CAT of 1800 and an Arrival Time of 1450, what does this mean?

5. In the 'SampleCSA_WithHeaders.csv' file -> why is Dispatch Time length of 4 and Arrival Time a length of 5?

6. In the 'SampleCSA_WithHeaders.csv' file -> Rows 2-9 repeat 5 times and are identical (Arrival Time, Trip Volume, Container Destination ZIP Code, Facility Locale Key, Mail Class, Processing Category, Processing Code, Processing Code Label, Minimum load for containers, Container Ready Time, Separation Number, Label To, Label ZIP Code, CAT) why?

· Row 42-59 have duplicate entries, why?
· Dest Zip 315 and 320 are listed 5 times and everything else is identical.
· Dest Zip 326 is listed 3 times with everything else identical.
7. In the 'SampleCSA_WithHeaders.csv' file -> separation 1, (row 1362-1386) why all the rows and duplicate entries?

· Separation 2, same thing."

8. There was confusion over Arrival Times and CAT times. USPS will provide more detail and clarification next week.

· For Origin Entered mail - does the CAT time mean -> mailer needs to present mailing to DMU clerk for Day 0?
· For PVDS mail - does CAT time mean -> mail processing facility CET?

9. Will USPS provide a list of zips and separations to be made in the event that TMS is down?  How will this be represented in the CSA? The industry needs sample CSA data for this scenario.  What will the placard look like for unscanned air trays?

10. Some sites sort TMS air trays by zip code without regard to the airlines assignment. How will this be represented in the CSA?

11. Need to deal with the Pallet Minimums and Maximums. Pallet minimums need to be able to support 1 Foot Tray usage.
12. Need to put a precedence of priority base depth of sort and Air(1st)/Surface(2nd)

13. Need to make changes to CSA guide related to unscanned air transportation.

14. Do mailers need to enter CRIDs into CSA?  Can they enter MID?  Who's CRID/Mailer?
· Software vendors are out of time. Having not been able to obtain clear specification, direction, and sample data and receiving this as sample data we are not able to commit to being ready in May.  They still need a set of realistic sample data that contains all of the available scenarios.  
· It was decided that the correct USPS people are not on the call and the conversations would be continued in a future meeting.
· The USPS needs to schedule a meeting soon to discuss.

Co-pal 

· Support co-pal to mail.dat OCI file
· Support Co-pal to mother pallets with any child in mail.dat
· Support OCI XML
· Reporting OCI data
· MTAC 122 group members would like to have a task.
IT Webinar

· Customers would like more detail answers.  They feel current answers are vague.  Answers are to short which leads to misinterpretations.
· When customers send questions to USPS – they should state the type of mail products/preparation the question relates too i.e. MLOCR, co-palletization, etc.

· When customers send in multiple questions – USPS only answers one of them.

eDoc Guides

· Mailers receive different answers from USPS for the same question.  The different publications aren't in sync.  Mailers would like USPS to do a better job in keeping the docs in sync.

· FS Testing Environment

· Currently only active PostalOne! CAT users are testing in the CAT env.

· The “Test Environment for Mailers” (TEM) will be available for everyone on May 18th

· Customers would like USPS to add on this page -> http://ribbs.usps.gov/index.cfm?page=intellmailguides -> a link or section that instructs new mailers to register to perform FS testing in the new testing env after May.

· USPS IT/CAT team are working on detail steps that will explain to customers how to register/access the TEM.  This instructs will be distributed shortly.

· If customers have their own MID(s) what are the steps to get their CRID?  

· Mailers who have their own MIDs don’t need a CRID to identify themselves.

New Issue

· Mailer submits postage statement to PostalOne! -> BME clerk finalizes postage statement -> then reverses the postage statement (for various reasons) -> mailer resubmits postage statement with a new mail job ID -> the old job ID is used to link to appointment to containers data -> according to the IT webinar guide - when a mailer resubmits a mail.dat job with new job ID it will break the P1 and FAST appt/cont link.
· USPS states the new Mail.dat software available in May will not allow the mailer to reuse a Job ID unless the job is deleted.
· Impacts as a result of this business rule customers would like to know:

· If USPS going to remove the FAST update appt content 1hr rule.
· What are the impacts to ad mailings?
· How will USPS keep the appointment/container link between P1 and FAST?

· USPS said this won’t affect the appointment/container link between P1 and FAST?  USPS doesn’t use the job id to link appointment to container data.

· Task group 3 – IT needs to provide IT security examples.  Task group has identified some TMS/CSA problems.

If there’s a mailer who feels their business will be greatly impacted AND they’re willing to LEAD the task group – the leadership will form a task group to explore potential business problems as an impact to this CONFIRM business rule.  If there’s a mailer who would like to lead this group please let the MTAC 122 leadership know.
