CSA

· USPS has provide sample data in guides and send a real business CSA file from FAST – if the industry needs more CSA samples they should send the USPS what type of sample data they want to see.  Mailers should also work with district BME managers to write their CSA and enter it into FAST.

· Once the CSA guide has been published - the USPS will set up a call to specifically walk through the CSA process and business rules.

· A suggestion was made that the CSA be PAVE certified.

Confirm
· USPS has published the Pub 197 – ‘Confirm Service Featuring OneCode Confirm’

· Mailers would like USPS to publish pub 197 on RIBBS

· Customers performing data distribution (Cast of Characters) who are non-subscribers will need work with CONFIRM subscribers to set themselves up. 
· Customers are required to pay the Confirm fee to register IDs.

· Mailers feel this rule will decrease the growth of CONFIRM because mailers will need to put their CONFIRM IDs on the mailpc instead of their own FS IDs.

· S-T-C for scanning the EMD Confirm barcode on the 8125 will be replaced by the FS S-T-C in Nov.

· Mailers having problems/issues with CONFIRM FS can call the CONFIRM help desk.
· Need clarification: Does the CONIRM three hour rule apply to static PostalOne! By/For redirection of scans?

S-T-C

· Mailers feel USPS hasn’t clearly communicated how mailers will receive S-T-C scans.

· Will customers be charged for 3rd party distribution S-T-C scans?

· POSTNET and BS won’t receive S-T-C scans -> only FS.
Problem and Consequences
· USPS needs to provide answers to D3, D9.b, D10.a, D15.a, D21, D34.

· Will mailers be provided a CPP env before May 18th?
Task Groups

· TG XII

· For continuous mailers registered in the USPS system as a continuous mailer and have a CSA establish with USPS – USPS doesn’t require mailers to provide container content for a FAST appointment for ‘DMU verified mail/Mailer transports mail for Origin Entry.’

· Continuous mailers have stated they’ll have problems with providing eDocuementation to meet FS reqs before the mail is entered into the USPS mailstream.  USPS will allow mailers to submit the pstg stmt up to 4:00 am and mailers must provide qualification report/eDoc data before noon that same day.

· TG X

· Task group 10 is working with legal to identify for all the scenarios - agreements outlining who should have access to what data, whether the current framework has the ability to limit access to those that have the authority to have access data, and will there be a compliance component to ensure that access is not provided to the wrong customer.  
· TG III
· The latest CSA guide addresses most TMS problems.

· The group is still waiting to hear from IT on providing secure connection samples to TMS.
