· USPS plans to post a revised draft of the Mail.XML guide on 6/12and 6/19.  USPS will post a final Mail.XML guide on 6/26.

· CPP Task Group:

· The group is working on solutions to bring CPP mailers into the eDoc world.

· Define the process for CPP mail owners/mail preparers to join TEM.

· CPP mailers are experiencing problems with the process and solution.

· Co-pal Task Group:

· Working on work around solutions for virtual sacks.

· Business rules for when OCI file will be used.

· PostalOne! will implement a co-palletized job as a shell job containing only: HDR, SEG, OCI, and CSM files which subset files might cause problems in trying to link with original mail job data.  USPS is asking customers to send incomplete mail.dat to PostalOne!.  This violates mail.dat specifications and have these impacts:

· Violates mail.dat specifications

· In-order to compute postage statements – mailer will need CQT file.

· Solution only works for trays on pallets.

· Group needs to create a solution for bundles on pallets.
· Next meeting will be on June 4th at 10:00 am.
· Testing Patch fixes
· Mailers will be able to re-execute test scanarions in CAT to test if problems have be fixed in CAT.

· USPS will contact mailers to start retesting patch fixes in CAT.

· USPS has a process to test fixes in CAT before deploying to TEM and production.

· USPS reviewed Release 20’s known issues and work around/resolutions.
· Need to discuss the pending periodical mailing between 16 oz. and 20 oz. fails in postalone! problem in the CPP meeting.

· Some CPP mailers could have their postage statements in a FPP status sometimes up to 2-3 weeks before having their postage statement finalized.  This will cause CPP mailers not to receive their ACS data until 2-3 weeks after the mailing has been processed/delivered.   CPP mailers would like to discuss/resolve this issue at the next CPP meeting.
· The current problem “Currently, evey receipt linecreates a separated file.  All receipt file lines should be consolidated into one document like 08-2.  Currently, there’s no resolution scheduled for a patch release.  Mailers were told by USPS this would be fixed in on of the patches.
