New Business:

Rosa Fulton provided a high level history and introduction to FSS.  
Susan Hawes provided background from the MTAC # 115 work group, the development of FSS concept.  Communication included an IMB requirement for all flat pieces included in any FSS Optional preparation.  Susan referenced the need for an FSS Labeling List as well as the need to communicate acceptance procedures to the USPS Acceptance personnel. 

Additional discussion topics:

Discussed Physical verses Logical packaging and how some printers let the bindery line determine the package breaks and the actual number of packages created.

How will FSS bundled pieces be costed per piece, per bundle and per container?

Will postage be paid based on the new preparation or on how the old preparation would have been?  For example if 100 bundles are created with the current presort rules, and with the new presort rules they get combined into 70 FSS bundles.  Then how many PER bundle charges need to be paid and at what rate?  Defined: Bundle costs will be calculated on mailings as presented.
Does this new preparation method require Carrier Route Flats need to be barcoded?  Right now it is not required in the DMM.

Will PostalOne! be capable of accepting FSS Optional Preparation without modification, or will coding changes need to occur?
