Updated “Business Rules for FSS Optional Prep” were reviewed.  Clarification of items/questions from previous meeting(s) were addressed:
· Pave Certification would not be required initially for the FSS Optional Prep.

· Minimum/Maximum pallet weights are not modified for FSS Optional Prep.

· Mail preparation that results in only a single bundle, less than 3 inches, is not authorized to a FSS facility under FSS Optional Prep.

· Firm bundles for FSS Zone are still allowed to be created, but they can not be placed on either FSS Scheme or FSS Facility pallets.

Shawn Baldwin has documentation on TEM Testing results.  The documentation will be shared with Ruth Stock for her review of the results to ensure the existing PostalOne! environment will support FSS Optional Prep without modification.
Marty McGuire and other postal employees will explore impacts on Merlin and manual verification processes.
