Old Business:
Updated “Business Rules for FSS Optional Prep” were reviewed.  
a. Pieces that meet the minimum bundle requirement for their respective mail class based on piece count but which do not meet the 3” minimum bundle size may be prepared as FSS Scheme Sort bundles but can not be placed on FSS Scheme or Facility Sort pallets.  These bundles would be placed on pallets at the next qualifying pallet sortation level.
b. Under this optional preparation, the general pallet preparation and hierarchy for a Periodicals mailing, would be:
1. (FSS Scheme Sort) (required).  Line 1: L006B

2. (FSS Facility Sort ) (required).  Line 1: L006A

3. Merged 5-digit Scheme (M5DS) through ADC-level pallets should continue to be prepared in accordance with the standards of 705.8.10 and 705.12.

For Standard Mail, the pallet preparation and hierarchy would be:

1. (FSS Scheme Sort) (required).  Line 1: L006B

2. (FSS Facility Sort ) (required).  Line 1: L006A

3. Merged 5-digit Scheme (M5DS) through ASF/NDC – level pallets should continue to be prepared in accordance with the provisions of 705.8.10 and 705.12.
C.
An Optional Endorsement Line (OEL) must be used to label bundles in place of pressure-sensitive bundle labels or facing slips and be in the following format: 

‘* * * * * * * * * * * *SCH 5-DIGIT 12345 FSS’.

The OEL may be placed on each piece in the bundle where allowed under DMM 708.7.
