Old Business:
Susan Hawes addressed the requirement to post a Federal Register due to the fact that this process will have a price impact.  It will be posted as a final rule with an advance notice.  She also said that the information will be communicated in the DMM Advisory, PCC Weekly, RIBBS, MTAC and various vendor lists.

Susan Hawes stated that the label list will be a monthly distribution, but will only be required to be updated every other month with the current cycle for the rest of the labeling lists.  It was stated that new FSS machines are being deployed and the list will be changing.  Therefore, it is preferred that vendors provide monthly updates available to their customers.  

Ruth Stock asked that mailers volunteer to test for different mail preparation for PostalOne.  It is felt that it should work, but testing is needed.

Susan Hawes reported that she took a look at the NCOA Licensee percentage of match rate.  She reported that after 400 billion addresses processed in FY 2009, the percentage of records DPV confirmed was 95%.  With that information she stated that an approximate 10% threshold might be appropriate.

A question was asked regarding at what level can you control this optional preparation.  The answer is basically it depends on what  your software vendor allows, but in theory a customer could choose to select this optional preparation at an entry point by entry pint basis.  Once someone selects the optional preparation, all parts of the preparation are required.
