Workgroup Focus:

· Issue Statement: - Deployment and integration of Flats Sequencing System (FSS) equipment continues to expand.  MTAC 115 identified a need for a technically focused workgroup to explore the various presort software parameters which would align pallet preparation of flats with the USPS flats sequencing strategy. Optional preparation methods were discussed under MTAC 115 and this new workgroup will continue the effort by refining how presort software will function and document the mailings. The completion of the standards and preparation requirements will streamline mailer preparation and assist in improving the efficiency of flats processing on FSS equipment.

· Desired Results – 
· Develop presort software parameters and implementation plan to support defined FSS scheme bundles and pallets.
· Publish Business Rules that can be used by presort vendors in coding efforts.
· Identify the timing of software and labeling list updates related to FSS deployment.
· Communicating the FSS Label List and the timing of updates.
