4. Discussion around Temporary Moves. Key topics to be explored at 6/21 meeting

· When are mailers using these COA and NIXIE codes

· Is the information useful to mailers?  If not, what would make it so?

· Understand the differences by class of mail and endorsement

· Understand USPS requirements, and advice to not take action/use the results

· Should start / end dates be included in data? Concerns around privacy

5. Discussion around COA and NIXIE Codes

· Future meeting(s) dedicated to understanding the business rules and how carriers use the codes

· Future meeting(s) dedicated to the relevancy of codes and should codes change

6. Description of how ACS links multiple moves or “chaining”

· Examples of chaining are when a COA is filed for a move from A to B to C; or From A to B and back to A.  The USPS links the moves so that if name + address A is presented and COA “C” has been filed, the result provided to the mailer is new address “C”.  For instances from A to B back to A, the COA is generally deleted.  

· Chaining is done within the COA database, not within ACS solution

· Factors which can void chaining:

· COA Type changes between moves: Individual to Family or Family to Individual

· Variation in name: Kai vs. Kathleen or Salls vs. Sulls

· Variation in addresses

· Move effective date is based on the address submitted NOT the address given.  
· Team expressed interest in getting both dates (issue for MTAC 133 Group)
· It is possible to receive multiple COA results for the same name + address combination because chaining was not possible due to factors identified above

7. Discussion around dates associated to moves: effective, filed, loaded into COA database, start/end, etc. Team to explore rules around dates and identify opportunity for different dates to be provided to mailers.

Action Items:

1. Stephanie Miracle will collect survey results and route to team

2. 6/21 Meeting will focus on Temporary Moves

3. Investigate business rules for COA dates (move effective, date filed, date loaded) and how it affects the test for Move Update Compliance (MERLIN or OIG).
