eDropship will be referred to as eInduction in the future to include 8017s. 
Post – induction phase: How are we going to handle barcodes at non-SV sites.
· Load SV software to existing devices  FS – IMD scanners,
Possible contingency plan for when SV server/handheld devices are down. 
· Manually input container barcodes into a terminal. Include a search capability for the postage payment and facility information to be bounced back to that user. Validate that the containers are paid for and at the right location. Concern mainly on the time it will take to unload all container and manually enter barcodes. 

Jeff: Don’t need to be overly concerned If an individual handheld is down because there should be spare scanners available. It’s not necessary to load SV software onto scanners, only need to know what information needs to be captured. 
· Contact technical team to determine if it’s still possible to capture barcodes when central server is down
· Determine capture requirements and make sure that scanners can capture them
Damaged Barcodes : Ability to deal with situations if barcodes are not scannable. Manual entry? 
Mailer concern that contingency plan will hold up the truck (unloading) which leads to additional expenses. Prefer that truck is not held up and rectify load afterwards. 
· To rectify, barcodes need to be captured.  Cannot capture through a system, so do we offload everything manually and annotate the barcodes onto something to look up later?
· Induct them based on whether we have a good read.
· Look up a container based on a barcode number. Do it one on one as it comes off the trailer or do it once it’s all offloaded. Concern is space, what are the facility capabilities if we have to look up every container information? 
Paper receipt of delivery is available in electronic form. Need to make sure information is captured accurately and relayed efficiently. Provide functionality where scans would return to PO! in almost real time if Central Server malfunctions.

Business rule: If it’s not for your facility, don’t take it 
Issue: If scanner does not have the information from PostalOne! , barcode themselves will have no data in it to indicate where it should be entered. There may be visual information but the scanner won’t help. 
SV handheld has capability for dock clerk to manually enter pallet barcodes and add to the final count of pallets attached to the appointment. 
 Appointment always has a pallet count but FAST may not get the right pallet count. It’s now optional for mailer to link content to appointment If it’s not required, use locale key and scheduled induction date assuming that there’s an appointment in that time frame 
Device have 1100 record limitation? How many containers does a facility receive on average? 
Issue: Mailer will not know the induction date when they submit eDoc. It has to be a range. Garrett thinks it should work off the date of mailing, specifically 2 weeks out from the date of mailing. No way to relay back induction date before they pay postage. The whole idea is to validate postage payment at time of induction . 
Action Items:  Look into the capability of the equipment and how many barcodes can be contained.
