MTAC 138 Group Meeting Notes 
January 19, 2011 11:00 AM – 12:00 PM (EST)

Prior discussion focused on determining fields to help filter barcode information to destination facilities. Appointment linkages will assist with the filtering because it helps narrow down data flow and limits how much data the local facility has to search through. For example, it will allow SV to first search containers not associated to an appointment and then those are not linked. Regardless of content creation, container information will always be available to the destination facility. However, those that are linked to an appointment will assist with the timing on when information is pulled in, ie: all container information within 2 days of the appointment.  
· SV capacity will be better understood later on this week
· New issue identified: MLOCR mailers don’t’ have to finalize postage statement until 24 hours after they send mail out. They would require a separate trigger to send 99M barcodes to the SV system.
Redirections (Mail Direction File): 	
· Send IMcbs to both default and redirected facility based on locale key or appointment information if provided
· Once containers are received at one of the facilities, barcodes would be removed from the other facilities. 

· Cancellation message of container information is sent to other facility when appointment is closed out. 

Consolidators may generate container manifest for non-electronic mail (no Mail.XML Mail.dat) that uses PostalWizard to pay postage. It will mainly include container ID, locale key, container barcode, and statement ID.  Possibly add zip code as well. 


Validations to release container to SV
· Validate entry point discount with locale key
· Send information to locale key that is valid for the specific logical zip code.
· Finalized postage statement
· Valid barcode, uniqueness
· Barcodes are only on one appointment

PO! will generate a container manifest report
· Take all containers from a job and lump them together with the same locale key, and send them to the SV devices
· Once inducted, PO! will report actual appointment  that SV device associated them with.  This information will appear on the data summary report
· Will show close out data in the container manifest report as well.
· Owner, preparer, transporter may be provided with additional functionality.
