Overview PowerPoint reviewed of eInduction requirements, and solutions being put in place to make eligibility open to more mailers.
Highlights:
· Planned for November 2011 implementation
· eInduction optional
· Available at SV & Non SV sites.
· DDU’s will require hard copy documentation
· First class mail and origin entry mail included. 
Requirements:
· IMcb serial number will be unique 45 days
· Mailer provides mail preparation and postage payment information through eDoc submissions. 
· Modifications planned to Postal Wizard to allow pallet level information entry in a register.
· PostalOne enhancement to print supplemental pallet placards with USPS generated IMcb’s for mailers use when IMcb not in eDoc.  
· Consolidator container manifest option of xml message to PostalOne providing  link of postage statement id to IMcb
Issues: 
· How will we transfer postage statement ID to consolidator?
· If electronic data is entered for a container that never shows up, how long will the data be kept within the system? After that period of time expires, will contact be made to inquire about the container? 
· When an appointment is pulled onto the SV IMD, how does the dock clerk know if it’s an “e” container? 
· How are we going to handle 8017s and the MLOCR process?
· What’s the business process to identify miss-shipped? 
· Mxd loads of e8125’s and hard copy 8125’s, what is best process to reconcile if pallet is E pallet or non E pallet
· Pull and reconcile all good scans
· Check 8125’s against physical pallets remaining
· Issue of doesn’t scan, is pallet missing it’s 8125, or is this an E pallet perhaps miss shipped.
