Meeting Notes

Meeting Date:  October 4, 2010

>Still confusion on Start-The-Clock.  The UPSS is working on a document which will detail more clearly how Start the clock will work and we will spend the hour next week going over the document.  Tuesday 10/12 meeting will concentrate on this document and show how all the dates are related.  We will try to get this out prior to the meeting however with the holiday on Monday we’ll do our best.

Today we will discuss potential changes on the dates on the hard copy postage statements and the USPS is looking for feedback.

PROPOSED

Mailing Date in the section where the mailer completed will be removed.  What will be used is the date in the upper left corner in the gray area which is filled in by the UPSS when the mail arrives at the USPS.

The words “Date Mail Released” will be changed to “Payment Date” in the lower right round date area.  The payment date and time is important for start the clock information.  “Round Stamp” will remain for those very small non-postal one sites.

This change is to take affect in FY 2011 – approximately Q3 or Q4 – May – September.

Electronic documentation or system output will have the same changes made.

Question on how does it work for continuous mailers.

Customers presently use the mailing date and the industry is still looking for a date field of some sort.  But this date would have nothing to do with Start the Clock.  

Mail arrival date and time

Payment date and time

Industry has asked for some type of flow chart that explains the fields and the changes.

For DMU’s question on what would happen if when the clerk arrives in the morning and there are already 20 statements ready – what would the date or more importantly the time assignment be – USPS to take question back.

If someone presents a hard copy statement and receives a 3607 back, this form has a date and time which is generated by the P1 system. 
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
