Key Workgroup Issues to Address
· Complexity of identifying multiple Mail Owners 
· Number of mailers – hundreds of nonprofits may exist in a mailing

· Processing time for files

· Level of granularity

· Timing of information

· Managing IDs

· How to communicate intent to eliminate Ghost Permits

· Reviewed Quick Guide to Mail Owners in eDoc, which is a one-page document that summarizes how the Postal Service interprets key Mail Owner fields in eDoc.  Feedback included:
· Clarification was requested on the difference between the various forms of Address Change Service (SingleSource ACS vs. Full-Service ACS, etc.) and how a Mailer ID data distribution profile impacts each
· Reviewed workgroup closure document
· There were no recommended changes to the document
· USPS will file the document to officially sunset this workgroup
· Additional topics of discussion can be raised at the weekly MTAC User Group 1 meetings
· Additional talking points
· Initial feedback on the Customer Validation Tool
· While the nonprofit tool is useful, significant data cleanup will be needed before it is effective
· Nonprofit CRIDs from customer databases often do not match what is returned from the tool
· Specific data inconsistencies may be sent to the PostalOne! Help Desk for investigation
· Industry recommended a data cleanup plan
· Additional feedback should be brought to MTAC UG-1
· Group recommends an “all-in-one” type of validation tool where the user could specify which data points would be returned – USPS is exploring a bulk upload tool that would support this type of query
