· Juliaann gave a welcome and explained the purpose for this sub-group.

· Reviewed different options from last call.  Ultimately we would like to link an old barcode to the current barcode.

· Objective for the meeting - to come up with an approach.

· There were no additional suggestions submitted.
· Current suggestions/options

· Utilizing the filler space in the 1.6 file format 

· Use filler space for tracking barcode 24 characters or less

· Greater than 24 characters, use the reference

· IMpb barcode will not be accommodated until file change (June 2011?)

· Utilizing a new detail record type to link the original label to the overlabel 

· This suggestion would create more data for USPS to handle. 

· DHL and Newgistics  did not want to use the additional detail record

· Utilizing the corrections file 

· Code to link original label to over-label.

· Not an option

· Utilizing new fields in the 1.5 and 1.6 format for containers

· This suggestion supports nesting.

· Postal problematic (overhead, programming)

· Industry will not comment.

· Use the reference field for original label PIC

· Pros – Add flag, being considered

· Cons – Reference field being used as intended (per industry)

· Adding a version 1.7 for PTS is under consideration.

· Or version 1.6 with additional fields 

· Juliaann took a poll to see which version did the industry prefer

· Mark (FedEx) Either utilizing the filler space in 1.6 or the new version 1.7

· John Medeiros (DHL) – New version 1.7 that included a field that referenced Overlabeling

· Arlene – New version 1.7

· Kim (Ingrambook) – New version 1.7

· Ed (Newgistics) – New version 1.7

· Matt (Abol) – New version 1.7 
· Questions/Comments
· No comments from USPS.
· No timeframe has been set.  The last change (i.e. version 1.6) took about 6 months.

· Nine months is the estimated amount of time, but this may not be done until the new system is implemented.
· When moving to the next version, we would like to take a pipe-delimited file approach instead of a fixed length

· Pros – Smaller file, easier to process 

· John M. would need to get input from his IT department to assess the impact
· Next Steps

· Purpose of the work group has been fulfilled. 
· There should not be a need to have another sub-group meeting
