CSA Statistics
Kelly began the call by reviewing the most recent CSA statistics within the FAST production environment.  The current CSA agreement metrics are as follows:
· There are currently 569 active CSAs which have been fully approved by USPS.

· 5 CSAs are pending in the system.  These are agreements that have been completed and fully approved but have a future effective date.

· 32 agreements have been completed and submitted but are pre-approval and activation by the CSA’s respective district.
June Update
As result of customer problems with CSA’s and discussions with the industry, we are implanting several new CSA changes in June 2011.
· First class zip codes / duplicate container labels – Changes in the upcoming release will identify when there are overlapping zip codes in the same container or duplicate container labels.  A warning will be triggered in FAST when these scenarios occur.
· We are aware that many zip codes will be bundled in a mixed surface container since it is the default pallet.  These separations will not be affected.

Question: Is there any documentation for the industry which outlines the upcoming changes.

Answer: Release notes are posted on the FAST website under the Resources link.  These documents can also be accessed via ribbs.usps.gov.

Question: Many customers are using the Unscheduled DMU Verified USPS Transported template to get around entering Appointment IDs into their CSAs.  How should this situation be handled?
Answer: As part of the FAST 16.0 release changes, the Unscheduled DMU Verified USPS Transported template will not be removed.  However, Unscheduled BMEU and Unscheduled Mailer Transported templates will no longer be available.  Appointment arriving under this template will always have a trip number for identifying the shipment.  Unscheduled templates do not require a day of week or appointment id.
Air Container / TMS Contingency Update

The current process for Air Trays is defined in the Customer Supplier Agreement Guide (accessible via fast.usps.com under the Resources page).  Currently the TMS system assigns an airline to a container based off of the zip code / processing code combination.  At sites without TMS, we identify specific zip codes belong to what type of separations (mixed / surface / etc.).
Included below is the finalized proposed change to the TMS Contingency Plan:

Trays will be assigned to a separation based on the Process Priority (see table below).

1. First if possible and they satisfy the criteria, trays will be assigned to Processing Code A with a matching airline code in the Processing Code Label field and the Tray Destination matches a Container Destination Zip Code.

2. Trays still not assigned will be assigned to a container with a Processing Code of A and a blank in the Processing Code Label if there is a TMS assignment to an airline and the Tray Destination matches a Container Destination Zip Code.

3. Trays still not assigned will be assigned to a MXDA separation if the Tray Destination matches the Container Destination zip code.

All trays not assigned to one of the air categories (A, MXDA) categories will flow into one of the surface categories (L, S, MXDS, or WKG). TMS may also assign an air tray to travel surface. Air zip codes may be assigned to one of the surface separations in addition to the air separations.

The Unscanned Mixed Air ( MXDA) separation(s) will receive trays not assigned by TMS for different  reasons. The rules will be the same for any of these conditions. 

1. TMS could be down and unable to make an assignment

2.  TMS could be up but did not make an assignment

3. T he mailer does not have a TMS unit.  In this case Processing Code A will never be used in the CSA.

Question: Is this proposal finalized?  If not when will it go into effect?
Answer: This proposal is not finalized as of yet.  Several guide changes will need to be made and Operations approval is needed before this solution is implemented.
