We reviewed the form for individual delivery concerns, which was e-mailed to the committee members. It is hoped that the insight form individual delivery concerns will help bring focus to the committee’s mission.

The very first item we need to complete is to create a data format for mailers to input their delivery data.  Many mailers do not use planet code.  The data format needs to be versatile enough to be able to input delivery data from a wide variety of sources.  To achieve this a sub-group was formed to create the data format.  Their first meeting will be in about two weeks.

As soon as the data format is created a general meeting of the committee will be called to go on to our next issue.
