· It was decided that the Volume # and Issue # will be requested as two additional optional fields to be captured in mail.dat as several publishers do use these fields to uniquely identify issues as more than one issue can be published on the same date. The following rules will apply to these two additional fields. 

· Volume # and Issue # are optional fields

· If the Volume # is specified then the Issue # field must also be populated

· If the Issue # is specified the Volume # need not be populated

· Volume # field is 5 alpha numeric characters in length

· Issue # field is 6 alpha numeric characters in length. 

· Chuck Tricamo will develop the initial guidelines around the usage of the Issue Date to begin a structured usage of this field in mail.dat. 

· An initial discussion ensued around the definition of Postal Book and how to group like weight and advertising percentage books together to simplify weight and ad percentage capture. This will be further discussed in the next telecon.
