                 MEETING MINUTES





APRIL 30 – MAY 1, 2008
The meeting was held at US Postal Service Headquarters, 475 L’Enfant Plaza SW, Washington DC.  All presentations can be downloaded from the MTAC website.

WEDNESDAY, APRIL 30
The meeting was called to order at 12:00 noon by Susan Plonkey, Postal Chair.  Susan Plonkey provided clarification regarding feedback to the revised Federal Register Notice which was issued today for the Implementation of New Standards for Intelligent Mail Barcodes.  She stressed that the Postal Service will accept both hardcopy written comments and emails, that multiple sets of comments are fine, and that the deadline for submission of comments is May 30th.  
Both Susan Plonkey and Don Harle, Industry Chair, recognized the retirement of David Weaver from the Mailing & Fulfillment Service Association (MFSA) effective July 31, 2008 after serving as its President and CEO for the past twenty years.  They thanked him for his twenty years of consistent attendance at MTAC, his many contributions, and noted that MFSA has contributed a number of its former Chairs to MTAC Leadership including the current Chair, Don Harle.

Susan Plonkey announced that during the opening session of the coming National Postal Forum (NPF) in Anaheim at 8:00 am on Monday, May 19th that MTAC representatives who are attending the NPF will be asked to sit in a special seating area.  They will be recognized for the critically important role which MTAC is currently fulfilling working with the Postal Service to help harness  new technology for mutual benefit.  
In addition it was mentioned that MTAC will have a booth at the NPF Anaheim Mailing Industry Resource Pavilion in the main exhibit hall.  The booth will be staffed by MTAC Industry Leadership.  Attendees were encouraged to provide feedback especially to the Intelligent Mail Track Industry Leadership of Anita Pursley and Joyce McGarvy, who will be staffing the MTAC booth from 9:30 am – 11:30 am on Wednesday, May 21st.
